Peter Brook’s The Battlefield to play during the final weekend of the Theatre Olympics

The final weekend of the Theatre Olympics will see performances of Amor directed by Theodoros Terzopoulos (10–11 November 2016), and of The Battlefield, directed by Peter Brook and Marie-Hélène Estienne (12–13 November 2016) with Théâtre de Bouffes Du Nord (France). The Battlefield which will conclude the festival.

Peter Brook has repeatedly visited the Centre for the Study of Jerzy Grotowski’s Work and for Cultural and Theatrical Research (later renamed the Grotowski Institute) with his productions, including Le Costume and Tierno Bokar. The Grotowski Institute has co-produced Brook’s 11 and 12 (2010) and his latest piece, The Battlefield. The Battlefield refers to the last chapter of The Mahabharata, when war is over and peace is to be to rebuild. The Mahabharata is not simply a book, nor a great series of books, it is an immense canvas covering all the aspects of human existence. In it we find all the questions of our lives, in a way that is at once contemporary and urgent. The richness of the language of this timeless epic, and its always astonishing stories, allow us to bring to the stage this situation, which, belonging to the past, reflects at the same time the harsh conflicts of today.

To help his actors achieve extraordinary performances, Brook has a special exercise called The Tightrope, which has evolved over decades of experimentation and practice into a process of transformation that makes theatre real and new for actor and audience alike. Simon Brook’s documentary, The Tightrope, will screen on 12 November. Filmed in total immersion with five hidden cameras, the film plunges us into the intimate aspects of Brook working. The screening will take place at DCF Cinema. Free tickets can be picked up at the DCF Cinema and at Barbara.

On 10–11 November, we present the final performances of the Grotowski Institute’s  Programme, with Aftab Theatre Company (Iran) staging The Muzzle of Silence. Throughout the Olympics, the Town Square House (Rynek 25) hosts a number of exhibitions, including Jan K. Fiołek’s Wandering Towards... and Maurizio Buscarino’s Apocalypsis cum figuris, both presented in the programme of the Grotowski Institute.

Eastern Line will continue until 13 November. Eastern Line is a showcase of young, independent theatre from Central and Eastern Europe, bringing together diverse theatrical languages and companies. The festival builds on the idea of ‘third theatre’, put forth by Eugenio Barba, which is critical of both institutional theatre and the avant-gardes of the past. In the coming weekend, we will see performances including CHOREA Theatre’s The Crack, Kana Theatre’s Project: Mother, Song of the Goat Theatre’s Songs of Lear, Teatr ZAR’s Gospels of Childhood, Zero Point Theatre Group’s We and PLAVO Theatre’s Daydream: A Story from Terezin.
